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Privacy Notice - How we use pupil information

We collect and use pupil information under section 537A of the Education Act 1996, and section 83
of the Children Act 1989. We also comply with Article 6(1)(c) and Article 9(2)(b) of the General Data
Protection Regulation (GDPR).

Storing pupil data

Kingskerswell C of £ Primary School keeps information on computer systems and also sometimes
paper records. We hold education records securely until transition to another school. Records will
then be transferred to the new school, where they will be retained until pupils reach the age of 25,
after which they are safely destroyed.

There are strict controls on who can see the information. We will not share data without permission
unless there are safeguarding or legal requirements to do so.
