
 

Dear Parents and Carers,  

Forest School starts again next week, from Monday 8th September. As always, sessions will go ahead 

in all weather conditions (except high winds), so it’s important that all children have the right kit to 

keep them safe, comfortable, and allow them to fully enjoy their time outdoors. 

Forest School Kit  

Please make sure your child has the following: 

 Wellington boots  

 Waterproof coat and trousers  

 Long sleeved top and long trousers (to protect from scratches, bites and stings) 

This kit can be left in school. All items should be clearly labelled with your child’s name. 

What should my child wear to school on a Forest School day? 

Foundation Stage: 

 Foundation stage children wear their Forest School kit (old clothes) all day on their Forest 

School days. 

Year 1-6: 

 Children with morning sessions should arrive at school wearing their Forest School kit, with 

their school uniform in a bag ready to change after Forest School. 

 Children with afternoon sessions should arrive at school wearing their school uniform, with 

their Forest School clothes in a bag ready to change at lunchtime.

 Children can check classboards outside their classrooms  

 Termly reminders on Google Classrooms   

If a child does not have the full kit, they will not be able to take part in their session.
